Ally Course Application Guidelines (Academic Year 2025)
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1. Introduction

To ensure the critical concept of this program “One Health”, multi-disciplinary collaboration such as medicine,
veterinary medicine, and environmental science, and trans-sectoral cooperation with human and animal health
sectors, education, research and development institutions, and risk management authorities, in other words, “One
Health Approach”, is essential. In this program, we newly open unique educational program “One Health Ally
course” and seek PhD student participants from various graduate schools.

The Ally course students will gain a variety of experiences of international collaborative research with reliable
counterparts, cooperative activity with international organization such as WHO, OIE, and JICA, and/or
development research in collaboration with public institution and company. This course aims at fostering human
resource who will be able to tackle and resolve problems related to One Health in cooperation with specialists in
different fields, with a well-balanced international sense.

This course is comprised of the following four sub-modules. The hours required for learning is equivalent to eight
credits. Students who have completed this course receive a certificate. Those who participate in the Ally course
will have opportunities to exchange their skills and knowledge with researchers and students of various research
field, and to receive financial support for submodule 4 overseas collaborative research activity.

e Sub-module 1: OH seminar provided as a subject in the graduate school

*  Sub-module 2: OH transferable skill training (cultivation of universal ability based on group work)

e Sub-module 3: OH collaborative training (practical training to improve the ability to collaborate: refer to
the part below)

e Sub-module 4: OH on-site training (experience of overseas practice)

It is also a special educational program that forms the foundation for competency required in WHO and other
international organizations, for those who wish to work for such institutions.
